Curriculum & Approach

Students are introduced to beginner, intermediate, and 
advanced level music courses, including genres like Rock, 
Blues, Country, Country Blues, and Reggae.
Exposure to playing styles of both national and international 
musicians.
Emphasis on technique and musical nuance, not note 
memorization.
Guidance is provided for the Trinity College of London and 
Rock School London music exams.
Internal assessments are conducted and parents/guardians 
are regularly updated.



Beyond the Classroom

Students are mentored for stage shows, workshops and 
competitions.
Regular opportunities to showcase talents and build 
confidence.
Group performances are organized every 2-3 months to 
nurture peer interaction and healthy competition.
